Attention Parents

   Eighteen months ago 
Beaver County Sheriff’s 
department gained a new 
member, Kiara, a Belgian 
Malinois narcotics canine. 
Kiara’s handler and partner 
is Deputy Travys Stoddard. 
While talking with Deputy 
Stoddard I understood the 
pride that comes with work-
ing with such an intelligent 
and beautiful animal. Stod-
dard explained that Kiara 
has the highest Patrol Ca-
nine certifi cation in the na-
tion and has received dual 
certifi cations in Narcotics 
and tracking/apprehension. 
Kiara never misses a beat 
and if narcotics are present 
she will fi nd them; having 
proved her abilities during 
3000 deployments where 
Kiara found narcotics. Dep-
uty Stoddard explained that 
Kiara has a specifi c stance 
that indicates narcotics 
are present and because of 
Kiara and Stoddard’s ex-
tensive training a search is 
justifi ed based upon Kiara’s 
specifi c reaction to her sur-
roundings. 
   Kiara and Deputy Stod-
dard’s training consisted of 
600 hours of intense initial 
training in Salt Lake and is 
maintained monthly with 40 
hours of additional training. 
Kiara and Stoddard’s train-
ing has the potential to lev-
el the playing fi eld against 
narcotics traffi ckers in and 
around Beaver County. 
Each of our deputies here 
in Beaver County has been 
trained to assess a situation 
and determine whether the

canine unit should be de-
ployed. There are certain 
criteria that an offi cer must 
observe before the canine 
unit can be brought in for a 
legal search. Stoddard ex-
plained that as more offi cers 
are trained across the state 
and become confi dent in 
the use of canine units, the 
better chances law enforce-
ment will have in catching 
sophisticated narcotics traf-
fi ckers. 
   Kiara’s other training in 
tracking and apprehension 
will also be valuable to 
our Sheriff’s department.  
I asked Deputy Stoddard 
under which circumstances 
would the Sheriff’s depart-
ment use Kiara. He stated 
that Kiara will be used to 
search out subjects who fl ee 
or hide during a burglary 
or to fi nd suspects trying to 
elude law enforcement.  He 
gave me an example where 
a burglary was occurring 
in large facility and the 
suspect fl ed, trying to hide 
in one of many rooms. Ki-
ara was brought in to lead 
the offi cers to the suspect; 
saving them valuable time.  
Although, a fairly new task 
for Kiara she has been used 

twice under such circum-
stances and was able to 
pick up her trail.  Another 
circumstance would be a 
subject hiding out in his/her 
home. Kiara would be sent 
in to fi nd the suspect. How-
ever, Kiara would never be 
sent into a situation where 
a subject might be armed 
and dangerous. Stoddard 
explained that the safety of 
Kiara is always considered 
before sending her into any 

situation.
   After speaking with Dep-
uty Stoddard, I can see the 
potential Kiara has for be-
ing a valuable tool for our 
Sheriff’s department. I was 
lucky enough to see Kiara 
during one of her training 
sessions last year and was 
impressed when she found 
her evidence quickly in an 
area with multiple distrac-
tions and scents. She is a 
beautiful, intelligent ani-
mal, and I can’t wait to see 
what else Kiara can do.

   Reward offered for 
information lead-
ing to the arrest and 
conviction of those 
who are blatantly 
using range cattle 
for target practice.
